CONDITIONS OF PLAY & ADDITIONAL INFORMATION FOR 2024 

All Conditions of play are subject to change by The Lady Vets Committee 

 

Please refer to the Local Rules Board at the Pro-Shop &/or notice boards on 1st and 10th Tees prior to play. Any 

changes to the course will be displayed accordingly. Players to commence play as directed by the starter. 

 

Game Times: are generally available for booking (computer or Pro shop) two weeks prior to any competition. 

Competition Fees: $12/9 hole events and $22/18 hole events. All fees subject to change at the discretion of the 

Board of WCC. 

Number of Players Required: 

0-5 Players – No competition – Social play only (except when it is in conjunction with an 18 hole event) 

6-15 Players – A ball competition only will be played &n1 in 4 players will be awarded a ball. 

16-23 Players - One division only with Handicap. 

24 or more players - Constitute 2 divisions. 

NTP’s: will be in divisions (unless specified OTF) & to be allocated on the day of competition. 

Club Championships:  

Champion - 2 x 9 hole event covering all 18 holes of the course. There will be no daily winners on the 1st week of the 

competition.  

Foursomes Championships - 18 hole event 

Played as follows. 

0-15 players – No championship game will be played, game will revert to a 9 hole single Stableford game 

with 1 Division (weekly) winner & Runner up. 

16-20 players – The championship games will be held & will be Over the Field. 

21 + players – This will result in 2 Divisions for both games. Handicaps will be Div 1, 0 – 33 & Div 2, 34-45. 

The Champion & Foursomes Champions will be Gross OTF. 

Ties - A tie in the Championships (Gross) and in the Foursomes Championship (Gross) will be decided by a sudden 

death play-off. All other ties will be decided by the GA countback system. 

Other Major Events consisting of 2 x 9 Holes 

The President’s Trophy, Captain’s Trophy, Supervets Trophy (winner must be 70+ years) and Grandmother’s Trophy 

(winner must be a Grandmother) must have a field of 20 players. (Therefore game dates may change to 

accommodate the minimum number of players) 

Summer Competitions: This is run & booked through the Pro Shop. 

Eligibility - Members MUST be financial with the Wauchope Veteran Women’s Golf by end of March each year to be 

eligible to play in the Lady Veteran Competitions. Exceptions will be considered by the Committee. 

Competition Vouchers - Winners $18/Division and Runner UP $15/Division. If vouchers are not collected timely they 

will be credited in Pro-Shop computer.  Please cash your vouchers in, in a timely manner & please ensure that all 

vouchers issued prior to end May are used prior to 30 June (year end accounting) 

Handicap Grades- Daily handicaps will be decided prior to day of competition (where player number 
determine that 2 divisions) & depending on the number of players on the day.

Golf Australia Handicap - To hold a GA Handicap you must be a financial member of a club affiliated with 
Golf Australia. 
 
Playing Season - Season to run from 1st Monday in February to the last Monday in November each year. 
 
Balls - will be awarded to one quarter of the field. Winners and Runners up IN ALL COMPETITIONS do not get a ball. 
 
Visitors - in competitions may only win a ball. Each Visitor can only play in 6 competitions each season. 

Raffles – There will be 5 Lady Vets raffles held throughout the year. The dates of these raffles will be decided in 

consultation with the Wednesday Lady Golfing Committee (to ensure no clash of months) and will be advised to the 

players one month prior to the event. A Shotgun start may be considered on a raffle game day. 

Eagles and Holes in One - A player scoring an eagle in club competition will be awarded an eagle badge and two 

balls. For a hole in one, the player will receive a hole in one badge and have their game ball mounted on a trophy. 

Eclectic - A Nett eclectic competition will be run in two divisions for both nines over the season. The competition will 

be assessed on the player’s handicap at the end of the season.  

Tee Times - February and March – 8:00 AM June, July and August – 9:00AM              Other months – 8:30 AM
